The Six (6) Fundamental or Foundational Doctrines Of Christ
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Hebrews 6:1-3 KJV - Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine of Christ, let us go on unto perfection; not laying again the foundation of 1)  repentance from dead works, and of 2)  faith toward God, Of the doctrine of 3)  baptisms, and of 4)  laying on of hands, and of 5)  resurrection of the dead, and of 6)  eternal judgment.  And this will we do, if God permit. 
God will only issue us a BUILDING PERMIT to go on towards maturity after He has inspected our foundation and ensured that we have working knowledge of the six fundamental or foundation doctrines.

1  Timothy 6:12 KJV - Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, whereunto thou art also called, and hast professed a good profession before many witnesses.
Ephesians 6:16 KJV - Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked.  (A SHIELD IS BOTH A DEFENSIVE AND OFFENSIVE WEAPON!)
ONE ASPECT OF FAITH, THE SECOND ELEMENTARY DOCTRINE, THAT I MUST EXERCISE…
Mark 11:22-24 KJV - And Jesus answering saith unto them, Have F35 faith in God. 23 For verily I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith. 24 Therefore I say unto you, What things soever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them.

“I gotta believe I got it before I get it.”

1 John 5:14-15 AMPLIFIED BIBLE - And this is the confidence (the assurance, the privilege of boldness) which we have in Him: [we are sure] that if we ask anything (make any request) according to His will (in agreement with His own plan), He listens to and hears us.  15  And if (since) we [positively] know that He listens to us in whatever we ask, we also know [with settled and absolute knowledge] that we have [granted us as our present possessions] the requests made of Him.
Summary of Six Foundation Doctrines

1.  Repentance:  a) from dead religious works, b) from the condition of sin (singular) for the UNbeliever, c) from particular sinS (plural) for the Believer, d) from Unforgiveness towards another.

2.  Faith:  a) Saving Faith, b) Sustaining Faith, c) Faith of the Lord Jesus, d) Gift of Faith (special faith).
3.  Baptisms:  a) Baptized into Christ at the moment of new birth, b) baptized into the Body of Christ at the moment of new birth, c) Water baptism as an outward sign of an inward faith anytime after the new birth, d) Spirit baptism with the evidence of speaking in new tongues anytime after the new birth.  (Also two more baptisms:  e) Baptism of Suffering of believers persecuted or martyred, and f)  John’s obsolete baptism of repentance.)
4. Laying On Of Hands:  a) for Ordination, b) for Divine Healing, c) for Spirit Baptism, d) for Impartation of Gifts and Blessings.
5.  Resurrection of the Dead:  a) Christ rose around 2000 years ago, b) The Church at the Rapture BEFORE the Great Tribulation Period of 7 years, c) The Mid-Tribulation Gentile Saints, d) The 144,000 Tribulation Jews.  (Also 3 more resurrections:  Enoch, Elijah, and the Two Witnesses of Revelation, bringing total to seven.)
6.  Eternal Judgment:  a) Satan is judged and our sin is judged by the crucifixion of Christ, b) The Judgment Seat of Christ which is only for BElievers, c) Judgment of the Nations (sheep and goats) at the beginning of the Thousand-Year Millenial Reign of Christ, d) The Great White Throne Judgment which is only for UNbelievers.
